hibit similar character traits. The
National Law School of India University
(nisi), Bangalore, which has regained
its top slot, ensures that its faculty and
students are constantly pushing the bar.
“Vacations are out,” says R. Venkata
Rao, nisiu vice-chancellor, “and what is
in is experimentation and innovation
with the world being the benchmark.”
The Indian Institute of Technology (i7),
Delhi, which pushed aside competition
from its 1T cousins elsewhere to retain
primacy. works hard to keep abreast of
the scientific community worldwide.
Surendra Prasad, director, I, Delhi,
says the institute is constantly updating
itsresearch infrastructure and this year
it crossed the Rs 100-crore mark for
funding such research.

All the toppers exhibit sterling qual-
ities and have emerged as role models
for others. But while there has been
minor reshuffling of ranks among the
Top 10 colleges in each of the streams
this year, the big shifts have come in the
so-called middle rankers. In the sci-
ence stream, for instance, Delhi col-
leges Sri Venkateswara, Gargi and
Ramjas, moved up smartly along with
Mumbai’s Sophia and Kolkata's Lady
Brabourne. In the arts, Chennai’s
Women'’s Christian College made an
impressive leap as did Delhi’s Kamala
Nehru. In commerce, Bangalore's
Garden City College, Delhi’s Jesus and
Mary and Kolkata's Shri Shikshayatan
made notable strides. The big message:
performance does pay.

To ensure that the ranking process
remains comprehensive, INDIA TODAY
and The Nielsen Company have con-
stantly strived to make improvements
(see methodology). We have focused
on enlarging the experts’ base, making
the sampling more robust and ofi elim-
inating any inadvertent biases. Itis al-
ways a difficult process and is bound to
cause heartburn to those who believed
that they should have been rated more
highly. For them we say, there is
always next year. For the toppers, the
advice is not to be complacent. As
Australia realised in the current T20
World Cup series, the price they would
have to pay could be very high. uc

given field. The faculty endeavours to produce global
citizens who also take pride in the positive aspects of the
Indian tradition. To foster this, the college is launching
certificate courses in subjects like Indian heritage and
archaeology. Another flagship programme being
introduced this year is a diploma course on conflict
transformation and peace-making. The thrust of the
college has also been on equity and access. Students from
underprivileged backgrounds are given opportunties to
develop leadership. “Our placement cell's agenda this
year was to find jobs not just for the toppers but also for
students with a disadvantage,” explains Gopinath.
National Service Scheme, which is a defunct society in
many colleges, has an active enrolment of nearly 800
students who are given well-defined projects.
Third-ranker St. Stephen’s also continues to produce
students who excel in careers across the spectrum. A large
number of students are selected for prestigious scholar-
ships abroad every year. One of the new initiatives at the
college has been to offer quality education to people from
underprivileged backgrounds. “This year we offered a
record number of stipends to needy students,” said
Nandita Narain, dean, St. Stephen’s College. It is this
inclusive approach to education that has helped the
college churn out some of the best talent in the country.
